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Dear LCC Parents and Students:

Selecting appropriate courses is an important process requiring time to research the courses, to discuss proper course selections with counselors and/or teachers, and to look ahead at areas of interests after graduation.

While choosing courses is important to you, it is equally important to the operation of the high school.  Once course requests are compiled from all students, we determine the number of selections and teachers needed to fulfill the requests.  Books, desks, and other equipment required to run the courses are also considered.  All of these decisions have financial implications.  Thus, it is crucial that careful consideration be given to your choices.

DIPLOMA WITH HONORS

GRADE AND PROGRESS REPORTS

Grade reports are issued at the end of each quarter; progress reports are issued four weeks prior to the end of each quarter.  Parents may monitor their student’s grades at any time on our website at www.lcchs.edu under student progress/parent link.  Students receive a password to access their grades.  Any questions concerning passwords may be directed to the Guidance office.

WEIGHTED COURSES

College courses and AP (Advanced Placement) courses are given a bump of one quality point for purposes of the grade point average.  

ACADEMIC LETTER
Beginning sophomore year, a student may earn an Academic Letter which is awarded in the spring.  Sophomores, Juniors and Seniors, must have a 3.6 cumulative GPA at the end of the third quarter of the academic year.  The LCC Academic Boosters will host a celebration for students and their parents in the spring to present the awards.  Academic letters have the same design as the Athletic Letter except that the colors are exactly the opposite and the word Academics is stitched in white across the top.  Year one, the student receives the letter; years two and three, the student receives an academic pin.
NATIONAL HONOR SOCIETY

The purpose of the National Honor Society is for students to set examples of service, character, leadership and scholarship.  Applicants are evaluated for membership based upon these four areas.  Members are expected to participate in NHS service activities, model exemplary character, and demonstrate scholarly excellence.

The names of junior and/or senior students whose cumulative scholarship average is 3.7 or higher are notified that they are eligible to apply for NHS.  A student who wishes to be considered for membership must submit by a designated deadline the completed Student Activity Form and an essay incorporating the four characteristics of a National Honor Society student.  A student is then considered for membership through a rating of his/her teachers and coaches, based on their demonstration (observed behaviors and attitudes) of scholarship, character, leadership and service.  This rating will provide relevant information for use by the Faculty Council Membership is not guaranteed by the student’s grades.  **Additional information is in the Student Handbook. 
HONORS CAREER MENTORSHIP PROGRAM

Sophomore and junior students who have earned an Academic Letter receive information in the spring to apply for the Honors Career Mentorship Program.  Interested students must complete an application which is reviewed by the Principal and Dean of Academics.  When a student is accepted into the program, they are matched with an appropriate career professional.  The program requires a student to shadow the mentor for a minimum of ten hours over a seven-week period and to complete a culminating paper.  All time associated with mentoring is outside of the school day. 

MU ALPHA THETA
Mu Alpha Theta is the National High School and Two-Year College Mathematics Honor Society.  M.A.T. is dedicated to inspiring a keen interest in mathematics, developing strong scholarship in the subject, and promoting the enjoyment of mathematics in high school.  To be eligible, members must maintain a 3.0 Math GPA and be enrolled in a Math class.
ACADEMIC ASSIST

An after-school support program whose purpose is to encourage, enable and empower students who are not meeting academic success or would like to become more successful.  Academic Assist study sessions are held twice a week, on Tuesdays and Thursdays, from 2:45 – 3:30 p.m. beginning at the end of the first quarter.  Several teachers are available to assist and tutor students.  The requirement is that students work quietly and diligently on assignments.  Any student is welcome to attend but a student with two or more F’s at the end of any quarter is required to attend.
A student remains in the program until passing grades are achieved.  Any student who continues, through subsequent quarters, to fail to demonstrate a sincere desire to improve grades will be placed on Academic Probation.

ACADEMIC PROBATION

A student is placed on Academic Probation following two consecutive quarters of two or more failing grades.  In an effort to know that all parties have a complete understanding of the situation, the Dean of Academics meets with the student and parents, and in some cases, the teacher/s.  The report card is stamped ACADEMIC PROBATION.

In the event that a student continues to fail without demonstrating an improved attitude and effort, he/she may be withdrawn from Lima Central Catholic High School.

ACADEMIC MISCONDUCT
Students are responsible for completing and submitting their own work.  Every act of academic dishonesty is considered an act of serious consequence and will be dealt with as such. 

Any form of cheating whether it is plagiarism, bringing unapproved material to the test, indicating the specific content of a test to students yet to be assessed, sharing/copying another student’s work and presenting it as your own on homework, quizzes, tests, projects or writings is unacceptable.

Plagiarism can take several forms.  The most obvious is word-for-word copying without acknowledging the original author/source of the material. When using another’s ideas, credit must always be given to the author of the ideas.

Tests/exams are designed by the teacher with the available amount of testing time in mind.  Thus, students are not permitted to leave the test site and return later to complete an exam.
Consequences:
1. Acts of academic dishonesty:

· A student earns a zero for the test/assignment
· The parent is notified

· Detention(s), Saturday School(s) or suspension are a possibility

2. If a second incidence of academic dishonesty occurs:

· All of the above apply, and

· Student, parent, and administration conference
· A notice is placed in the student file
· Course failure is a possibility
3. If a student enrolled in a College or Advanced Placement Course is involved in

    Academic Dishonesty, he/she forfeits the right to be enrolled in the course.
SCHEDULE CHANGES
Any schedule change or withdrawal from a course must happen in the first two weeks of the course.  The Guidance Counselor and the Dean of Academics will determine any changes after this time.  Parents and the course instructor are consulted.  Any withdrawal after the first two weeks of the course may result in a withdrawal failure.  The “F” will be recorded on the student’s grade card for the entire length of the course.  
INCOMPLETES
Any student who has received an incomplete has a maximum of two weeks to make up the work.  Any incomplete work not made up in the designated time period will convert to a failing grade.  Incompletes may affect athletic eligibility.
STUDY PERIODS

It is expected that all students will be scheduled into one study period.  In rare instances, after consultation with the Guidance Counselor and Dean of Academics, a student may be granted permission to enroll in (8) academic classes.

COLLEGE ON CAMPUS

Students at Lima Central Catholic are offered the opportunity to take college level courses through Ohio Northern University, Lourdes College and James Rhodes State College.  Professors as well as LCC teachers who have been accepted as adjunct faculty, teach the courses while working closely with the university to establish the requirements for the course.

By earning college credits, students may not need to take the heavy course loads that most first-year college students face.  Additionally, there is significant cost savings per credit hour compared with tuition rates on campus.

Student participants must:

· Have the approval of the Dean of Academics
· Earn a minimum of  “ C”  to receive college credit

· Return the application, fees and tuition to LCC prior to the start of the course

JAMES RHODES STATE COLLEGE

LCC has a cooperative program with James Rhodes State College and St. Rita’s Medical Center that focuses on students who are interested in allied health careers; nursing, dental hygiene, emergency medical services technology, medical assisting technology, medical imaging technology, nutrition and food management, occupational therapy assistant technology, physical therapy assistant technology and respiratory care technology.

This program offers a block of college classes to students in both their junior and senior years.  Upon graduation from LCC, the student would have completed 23 hours of college level course work qualifying them to directly enter any of the above fields at Rhodes State College.  A $1000.00 scholarship is awarded to students who attend Rhodes after graduation.

Class offerings are subject to change due to the need for college- qualified teachers.

LCC recognizes that an effective educational program is one that provides opportunities for students to customize aspects of their learning around their respective needs and interests.  Credit flexibility is one method to motivate and increase student learning by allowing access to more resources, customization around individual student needs and the use of multiple measures of learning.  
Credit flexibility shifts the focus from “seat time” to performance.  Students can earn units of high school credit based on individually approved credit flexibility plan.  The intent of credit flexibility is to meet increased expectation for high school graduation in response to globalization, technology and demographics and to meet the demand for the 21st century skills.  
LCC will offer credit flexibility opportunities to students in grades 9-12.  To successfully earn credit, mastery of content and certain abilities and skills must be demonstrated through a variety of means including, but not limited to: a formal examination, a culminating project, and/or presentation.  There will be a fee associated with each class to cover administration and grading of the examination or project.  

Any student-athlete, who is interested in information on the NCAA Clearinghouse and/or wants to file with the NCAA Clearinghouse, should go online to www.ncaaclearninhouse.net to get information or to file.  To be eligible for practice or participation in intercollegiate competition at the NCAA Division I or II Institution, a student-athlete must graduate from H.S. and meet the NCAA academic requirements on the Website.

Athletic participation at the Division III or Junior College level is based only upon admission to the College or University.  If you are accepted as a student by the institution, you are eligible to practice and compete.  

Too be eligible to receive a scholarship from and/or be eligible for intercollegiate competition at NAIA Institution, a student-athlete must meet any two of the following three criteria:

· Attain a composite score of at least 18 on the ACT or an SAT score of 860 in Critical Reading & Math Sections.  The ACT and SAT scores must be on a single test.

· Attain an overall 2.0 GPA for ALL COURSES taken in High School.

· Graduate in the top one-half of your senior class


PLAN:
All students take this test in December of the sophomore year.  It is a preliminary to the ACT, which is one of the two college entrance tests.  The test identifies academic strengths and weaknesses and supports meaningful high school course selection for junior and senior years.  It also contains a career and interest portion.

PSAT:
Preliminary SAT is a national test provided to juniors and some sophomores as a predictor of college success and as practice for the SAT, to become familiar with the kinds of questions and exact directions given on the SAT.  Scores on the PSAT are used as National Merit Scholarship Qualification.

ACT:
The American College Test is administered several times per year in test centers throughout the country.  Colleges require that students submit scores from the ACT or SAT as part of the college admissions process.  The test consists of five sections; English, mathematics, reading, science reasoning and writing. The test takes three hours to complete.  Students receive a score for each section plus a composite score range of 1 to 36.

SAT:
The SAT is a reasoning test.  It consists of verbal, math and writing sections and takes three hours to complete.  The test is administered several times per year at test centers around the country and world.  Nearly all selective colleges and universities require this test or the ACT as part of the admissions decision.  Its scores are one of several factors considered by colleges awarding merit-based financial aid.

OGT:
The Ohio Graduation Test is taken during the 2nd or 3ed week of March by all sophomores.  The students are required to pass all five sections of the test; reading, math, science, social studies, and writing to meet the State of Ohio graduation requirements.  Students failing to pass any section/s of the test will have two opportunities per year through their senior year to pass.  However, it is required that the students participate in a 10 hour intervention course prior to taking the test.  Intervention sessions are available through some, not all, public high schools.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT (AP EXAMS):  Students enrolled in AP coursework are required to take the AP exam at the end of the course.  Fees for the exam are due at the end of the first grading period.  Students not enrolled in an AP class may elect to take any test.  
SEMESTER/FINAL EXAM POLICY:  Any senior student who has earned an A- or above in every quarter may qualify to be exempt from the semester or final exam.  This is allowed at the discretion of the teacher.

LCC SERVICE HOURS

Service is a requirement for all LCC students in order to develop good lifelong habits.  For a complete education, one does not simply learn about faith from a book but learns to live it.  The service hours are the laboratory for Christian living.  In the end, our hope is for our students to be prepared for a future defined by sacrifice for the good of others.  LCC students are required to complete at least 45 hours of community service by the first day of their senior year.  These hours are a graduation requirement.
Course: Revelation (Theology I)
Course #: 115
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: .5

The purpose of this course is to give students a general knowledge and appreciation of the Sacred Scriptures. Through their study of the Bible they will come to encounter the living Word of God, Jesus Christ. In the course they will learn about the Bible, authored by God through Inspiration, and its value to people throughout the world. If they have not been taught this earlier, they will learn how to read the Bible and will become familiar with the major sections of the Bible and the books included in each section. The students will pay particular attention to the Gospels, where they may grow to know and love Jesus Christ more personally.
Course: Christology (Theology I)
Course #: 115
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: .5
The purpose of this course is to introduce students to the mystery of Jesus Christ, the living Word of God, and the Second Person of the Blessed Trinity. In this course students will understand that Jesus Christ is the ultimate Revelation to us from God. In learning about who he is, the students will also learn who he calls them to be.

Course: Paschal Mystery (Theology II)
Course #: 215
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: .5
The purpose of this course is to help students understand all that God has done for us through his Son, Jesus Christ. Through this course, students will learn that for all eternity, God has planned for us to share eternal happiness with him, which is accomplished through the redemption Christ won for us. Students will learn that they share in this redemption only in and through Jesus Christ. They will also be introduced to what it means to be a disciple of Christ and what life as a disciple entails.

Course: Ecclesiology (Theology II)
Course #: 215
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: .5
The purpose of this course is to help the students understand that in and through the Church they encounter the living Jesus Christ. They will be introduced to the fact that the Church was founded by Christ through the Apostles and is sustained by him through the Holy Spirit. The students will come to know that the Church is the living Body of Christ today. This Body has both divine and human elements. In this course, students will learn not so much about events in the life of the Church but about the sacred nature of the Church.

Course: Sacraments (Theology III)
Course #: 315
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: .5
The purpose of this course is to help students understand that they can encounter Christ today in a full and real way in and through the sacraments, and especially through the Eucharist. Students will examine each of the Sacraments in detail so as to learn how they may encounter Christ throughout life.
Course: Morality (Theology III)
Course #: 315
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: .5
The purpose of this course is to help students understand that it is only through Christ that they can fully live out God’s plans for their lives. Students are to learn the moral concepts and precepts that govern the lives of Christ’s disciples.
Course: Christian Scripture (Theology IV)
Course #: 416
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: .5
The purpose of this course is to give an overview of Sacred Scripture with an introduction to the basic principles for understanding and interpreting the Bible. Because of the extent of the scriptural material, this course will not try to cover the vast content
but rather offer comments about Scripture’s purpose and religious significance. Given the limits of a semester of study, it will not be possible to introduce all the books of the Bible here. But every effort is made to project a sense of the unity of the narrative for

the divine plan of salvation, the presence of God’s action in this record of his Revelation, and his desire to share his merciful love with us. For the detailed curriculum, comments will be made on authorship, date of composition, and formation of text of each book of the Bible be drawn from introductions in the New American Bible or from the Catholic Study Bible for the New American Bible. This course uses catechetical references from the Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC), the Compendium of the Catechism of the Catholic Church (Compendium), and the United States Catholic Catechism for Adults (USCCA) for various explanations of Scripture, with the intention of integrating catechesis and Scripture.

Course: Revelation (Theology IV)
Course #: 416
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: .5
The Ecclesiology course presents a catechesis of the Church and the Body of Christ in history: its nature and meaning, images, marks, life and ministry, guide to moral life, and the role of prayer. This course supplements that catechesis on the Church. The purpose of this course is to supply the students with a general knowledge of the Church’s history from apostolic times to the present. Students will be introduced to the fact that the Church was founded by Christ through the Apostles and is sustained by him throughout history through the Holy Spirit. The students will come to know that the Church is the living Body of Christ today and, as such, has both divine and human elements. In this course, students will learn about the Church’s 2,000 years of history and about how the Church is led and governed by the successors of the Apostles.

English
Course: English 9
Course #: 121
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1
This course will cover the novel, poetry, dramatic works and a work of William Shakespeare.  Vocabulary will be developed through literature.  Narrative, persuasive and expository writing will be taught and practiced using the writing process.  Basic grammar and usage skills as they relate to writing will be reviewed.  Fewer pieces of literature and fewer writing assignments will be required due to the added emphasis and practice given to organizational and study skills.

Course: C.P.  English 9
Course #: 122
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1
This course is designed to develop and strengthen communication and critical thinking skills.  Its focus is the study of literature, reflective and directive writing, and vocabulary.  Writings include personal narrative, character analysis reflective essay, cause and effect essay, comparison contrast essay and creative writing.  Literature studies will incorporate novels, poetry, short stories, dramatic works and non-fiction. 
Course: Honors English 9
Course #: 123
Pre-Requisite: Recommendation of their English teacher, have scored well on the Placement Test and on the writing prompt administered the same day as the Placement Test.
Credit: 1
Honors English emphasizes higher level thinking skills such as analyzing, interpreting and problem solving.  The student will be required to apply these skills while reading numerous novels, drama and poetry.  Students are required to develop their oral communication skills using formal and informal presentations and through class discussions.  Vocabulary is developed and grammar continually reviewed.  Students will write numerous essays, including personal narrative, character analysis, researched persuasive essay, and numerous responses to literature.
Course: C.P.  English 10
Course #: 222
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1
This course builds upon the skills learned at the freshman level.  The course has a heavy focus on novels, while also providing instruction on short stories, poetry and drama.  The students will continue with character analysis, comparison contrast and creative writing.  They will be instructed in the research process, culminating in a formal research paper.  Vocabulary is developed and grammar continually reviewed.  
Course: Honors English 10
Course #: 223
Pre-Requisite: Recommendation of their English teacher.
Credit: 1
This course continues to encourage and strengthen communication and critical thinking.  A variety of literary works, in genres such as poetry, drama, short story, novel and non-fiction will be used to develop critical reading and comprehension skills.  Particular emphasis will be placed on the development of writing skills, through reflective writing, such as journaling, and directed or prompted writing.  The students develop their own thesis statements for written work.  Essays will include, but not be limited to, argumentation, expository writing, research essays, creative writing, and literary response.
Course: Speech
Course #: 593
Pre-Requisite: None 

Credit: .5
Students learn the basis and process of communication, barriers to communication, and different forms of interpersonal communication.  Students will create outlines for speeches performed.  Students will focus on informative, persuasive, descriptive and entertaining speaking.  Students will work on oral interpretation and debate skills.
Course: C.P.  English 11
Course #:322
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1
The reading in this course focuses on the American literature canon.  The course will strengthen skills related to reading comprehension, vocabulary, grammar and formal and informal ways of talking about literature.  Writing builds from the writing completed at the sophomore level, including persuasion, speech writing, narrative writing and comparison contrast essays.  A research paper is required.  Students begin to write responses to literature with special focus on the structure, purpose and process of argumentation and critical analysis.
Course: College English 11 (Lourdes College credit)
Course #: 323
Pre-Requisite: Honors English 10, Recommendation of their English teacher
Credit: 1
The literature component emphasizes the significant contributions of the ethnic populations of the United States from the establishment of the colonies to the present. Students will develop skills related to critical reading and comprehension.  The writing in the class will be directed by the literary selections to include analysis, argumentation, and criticism.  All writing will work to improve five major areas:  focus, development, style, organization and grammar.
Course: C.P.  English 12
Course #:422
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1
This course focuses on reading, vocabulary, formal and informal speech, reflective and directive writing.  It includes studies of English and world literature from the Anglo-Saxon period through the Twenty-first century.  Emphasis will be placed on literary response, argumentation, and critical analysis and researched essays.
Course: College English 12 (Lourdes College credit)
Course #: 423
Pre-Requisite: College English 12, Recommendation of their English teacher
Credit: 1
The reading in this course is organized by genre, exploring the distinctive qualities of drama, the novel, poetry and the short story.  The reading includes selections from both British and American authors.  The writing in the course builds from the critical analyses taught at the eleventh grade level with a special emphasis on achieving complexity and length, while maintaining focus.
ELECTIVES:
Course: Journalism I (Juniors & Seniors)
Course #:125
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: .5 or 1 Journalism may be taken as a 1st semester or full year course.  It may not be taken during 2nd semester only.                                                                               
This course is a comprehensive introduction to journalism, covering how news is produced and delivered, how news organizations work, and how audiences react to and interact with the news media.  The course will offer basic instruction in the fundamental practices of journalism; reporting, writing, editing and publishing.  Students will develop these basic skills through the production of The TBIRD TIMES, an LCC community newspaper.
Course: Journalism II (Seniors)
Course #:126
Pre-Requisite: Journalism I
Credit: .5 or 1Journalism may be taken as a 1st semester or full year course.  It may not be taken during 2nd semester only.                                                                               
A second year of Journalism is designed for those seniors who are serious writers and wish to continue the course and serve as senior staff of The T-BIRD TIMES.
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Mathematics
___________________________________________Course: Integrated Math
Course #:141
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1
This course is designed for freshmen who, based on their teacher’s recommendation and performance on the placement test, are determined not ready for Algebra I. The course will prepare the student for Algebra and Geometry. Topics include the early basics of Algebra, along with selected topics from Geometry such as right-triangle trigonometry, the Pythagorean Theorem, the distance formula, areas, and volumes.   Students are provided with an OGT calculator for this class.
Course: Algebra I
Course #:142
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1
This is a college-prep math course intended for most freshmen.  Placement into this course is based on performance on the freshman placement test.  Topics include the properties of real numbers, operations with polynomials and rational expressions, linear equations and graphs, the basics of data analysis, and applications of algebraic techniques in problem solving.  A scientific calculator is required.

Course: Integrated Algebra I
Course #:143
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1
This course is designed as a math course for those students completing Integrated Math. We will also enroll any student that has not passed Algebra I.  A major component of this course is advanced preparation for the Ohio Graduation Test.  This course will integrate all the basics of Algebra, with special emphasis on solving equations.  It also includes polynomial expressions and linear equations, with graphing, as well as multi step problem solving operations. This course will include exponents and functions. This course also provides continued preparation for Geometry, such as right triangle trigonometry, the Pythagorean Theorem, as well as the area and volume of geometric shapes.  Students are provided with an OGT calculator for this class.
Course: Advanced Geometry
Course #:145
Pre-Requisite: Algebra I
Credit: 1
The Advanced class is for students who began the Algebra sequence in 8th grade.  This course will explore some of the topics in more depth and require students to do more critical and independent thinking.  
This course includes all the basic topics of both Plane and Solid Geometry.  It is best described as an integrated treatment of Geometry that attempts to use many of the techniques and skills developed in Algebra to solve problems related to the physical world.  Students will be introduced to the fundamental concepts of logic as applied to a deductive math system.  Sample topics include congruence, similarity, areas and volumes, special properties of triangles including right triangle trigonometry, as well as topics from transformational and coordinate geometry.  A scientific calculator is required.
Course: Geometry
Course #:245
Pre-Requisite: Algebra I
Credit: 1
This course includes all the basic topics of both Plane and Solid Geometry.  It is best described as an integrated treatment of Geometry that attempts to use many of the techniques and skills developed in Algebra to solve problems related to the physical world.  Students will be introduced to the fundamental concepts of logic as applied to a deductive math system.  Sample topics include congruence, similarity, areas and volumes, special properties of triangles including right triangle trigonometry, as well as topics from transformational and coordinate geometry.  A scientific calculator is required.

Course: Integrated Geometry
Course #:246
Pre-Requisite: Integrated Algebra I or Algebra I
Credit: 1
This course is designed as a math course for those students completing Integrated Algebra.  We will also enroll any student that has not passed Geometry or those students that struggled with Algebra I.  A major component of this course is preparation for the ACT test.  This course will integrate all the basics of Geometry, with special emphasis on right triangle trigonometry, the Pythagorean Theorem, as well as the area and volume of geometric shapes.  It also includes plane geometry and the concepts of logic for proving congruence, similarity, and special triangle properties. This course also provides for coordinate geometry and graphing shapes in a coordinate plane.  A scientific calculator is suggested.
Course: Advanced Algebra II
Course #:244
Pre-Requisite: Algebra I & Geometry
Credit: 1
The Advanced class is for students who began the Algebra sequence in 8th grade.  This course will explore some of the topics in more depth and require students to do more critical and independent thinking.  
This course is an extension of the concepts and topics introduced in Algebra I. Emphasis is placed on the development and refinement of algebraic skills that will be needed by students who pursue further study in business, industry, or any of the sciences.  Since the emphasis is on manipulative skills as well as theory, students will work numerous exercises at varying levels of difficulty.  Students will solve numerous problems related to real-world applications for the following topics; linear and polynomial equations, two and three dimensional graphs, systems of equations, basic trigonometry, matrices, complex numbers, and exponential and logarithmic functions.  In special cases, a student may enroll in Algebra II and Geometry concurrently if permission is granted by the department chair and the administration.  A graphing calculator is required.
Course: Algebra II
Course #:345
Pre-Requisite: Algebra I & Geometry
Credit: 1
This course is an extension of the concepts and topics introduced in Algebra I. Emphasis is placed on the development and refinement of algebraic skills that will be needed by students who pursue further study in business, industry, or any of the sciences.  Since the emphasis is on manipulative skills as well as theory, students will work numerous exercises at varying levels of difficulty.  Students will solve numerous problems related to real-world applications for the following topics; linear and polynomial equations, two and three dimensional graphs, systems of equations, basic trigonometry, matrices, complex numbers, and exponential and logarithmic functions.  In special cases, a student may enroll in Algebra II and Geometry concurrently if permission is granted by the department chair and the administration.  A graphing calculator is required.
Course: Integrated Algebra II
Course #:344
Pre-Requisite: Integrated Algebra I or Algebra I, Geometry or Integrated Geometry
Credit: 1
This course is designed as a math course for those students completing Integrated Geometry.  We will also enroll any student that has not passed Algebra II or those students that struggled with Geometry.  A major component of this course is advance preparation for the ACT test.  This course will integrate all the basics of Algebra, with continued emphasis on polynomial expressions and linear equations, with graphing, as well as multi step problem solving operations. This course will include advanced exponents and functions, matrices, complex numbers, and three dimensional variables and graphs.  Special emphasis will be placed on linear and polynomial equations such as quadratic equations.  A scientific calculator is suggested.
Course: College Pre-Calculus (ONU credit)
Course #:445
Pre-Requisite: Algebra I, Geometry and Algebra II (C or better)
Credit: 1
This comprehensive course is designed to reinforce all the concepts covered in the previous three courses and to provide additional topics that will prepare the student for the study of college calculus.  Included in this course is a general treatment of functions and graphs, natural logarithms and exponential functions, sequences and series, permutations, combinations and probability, and a thorough study of trigonometry.  A graphing calculator is required.  
 
Course: College Calculus (ONU credit)
Course #:449
Pre-Requisite: Pre-Calculus (C or better) and the recommendation of the Math department  

Credit: 1
This is a college level course that covers material on the AP (Advanced Placement) syllabus, as well as the material covered by the first two quarters of calculus as offered at Ohio Northern University.  Topics include a complete review of functions, followed by limits and differentiation, curve sketching, optimization problems, integration, areas, and volumes, with special emphasis on applications to the sciences.  A graphing calculator is required but not allowed on certain topics.

ELECTIVES:

Course: College Statistics (ONU credit)
Course #:448
Pre-Requisite: Algebra I, Geometry, and Algebra II (C or better)
Credit: 1

This is an elective course and is not intended as a substitute for either Pre-calculus or Calculus.  Course content includes exploratory data analysis, experience in planning a study, interpreting graphs, using probability models and statistical inferences, including confidence intervals, hypothesis testing, and regression techniques.  A graphing calculator is required.
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· AP means an Advanced Placement test is offered, and mandatory for the class

Science
___________________________________________Course: Physical Science
Course #:230
Pre-Requisite: None

Credit: 1

This course introduces students to the physical sciences; chemistry, physics, astronomy and geology.  The focus of the course is in the conceptual exploration and hands on investigation of these topics in order to build a strong foundation for future coursework  

Course: C.P.  Biology

Course #: 138
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1

Biology is the basic study of living things starting with the cell and its functions through life’s major domains.  Concepts are presented through lecture and laboratory exploration.  Students gain an understanding of the basic functions of life and how it is organized and studied.  This course includes dissection.

Course: Health 10
Course #:295
Pre-Requisite: None

Credit: .5
The goal of this course is for students to be able to obtain, interpret, and understand basic health information and services as well as the competence to utilize this information to promote health.  Topics include basic anatomy, diseases (includes STD’s), mental health, substance abuse, fitness, nutrition and CPR/AED certification.  This course is required for graduation in the state of Ohio and is in addition to the three required science credits.
Course: Chemistry (Sophomores, Juniors, Seniors)
Course #:335
Pre-Requisite: Algebra I & Biology

Credit: 1
This course introduces students to the basic concepts of matter and chemistry through problem solving, laboratory techniques and report writing.  Topics covered include measurements and calculations, atoms/elements and their relation to the periodic table, matter and change, atomic theory and structure, chemical bonding/formulas/reactions, stoichiometry and acid-base reactions.
Course: College Medical Terminology (Seniors)
Course #:806
Pre-Requisite: Acceptance into the program by Rhodes State College
Credit: .5
Limited enrollment accepted.  

This James Rhodes college course is designed to familiarize students with the fundamentals of medical terms.  Students will form medical terms based upon word roots, prefixes and suffixes.  Students will define medical terms; they will also spell, understand and pronounce medical terms correctly.  Students also study, identify and define body systems. 
Course: Physics (Juniors & Seniors)
Course #:435
Pre-Requisite: Chemistry & Geometry
Credit: 1

This course is designed to promote student thinking through qualitative and quantitative analysis of forces, motion, energy, thermodynamics, waves, electromagnetic radiation and electricity.  Emphasis is on conceptual understanding rather than heavy mathematical computation.  Through lecture, discussion and laboratory exploration students gain an understanding of physics and how it relates to their world.
Course: AP Biology (Seniors)
Course #:438
Pre-Requisite: Algebra II, Chemistry and Teacher Recommendation
Credit: 1

This course is designed to mimic a university level introductory Biology course and aligned with the standards set forth by The College Board.  Topics include molecules and cells, heredity and evolution, organisms and populations.  A thorough understanding of high school level science and mathematics is paramount.  While lecture and laboratory investigation will enhance student understanding there will be a great deal of out of class reading to be completed by the student.  Completion of the course will prepare students for post secondary education in the biological sciences as well as the AP Biology Exam.  A satisfactory score on this exam may substitute for an introductory biology/zoology course at most universities.  This course includes dissection.  Course availability is subject to an appropriate number of students enrolled.                                  

Course: AP Chemistry (Juniors & Seniors)
Course #:338
Pre-Requisite: Teacher Recommendation
Credit: 1

This course serves as a continuation of chemistry, including many topics not studied in first year chemistry.  All students are expected to work hard in preparation to take the AP exam.  Labs will be comparable to college level labs.  Students will be challenged to be critical and independent thinkers who are able to function effectively in a scientific and technological society.  Course availability is subject to appropriate number of students enrolled.

Course: College Anatomy & Physiology I (Seniors)
Course #: 804
Pre-Requisite: Acceptance into the program by Rhodes State College

Credit: .5
This James Rhodes College course begins with a study of chemistry (inorganic, organic, and biochemistry) and progresses through the various systems of the body; integumentary, muscular, nervous, endocrine, digestive, respiratory, cardiovascular, lymphatic, urinary, and reproduction.  Laboratory work in the first half will focus on microscopic histology, plastic model demonstrations and sheep brain dissection.  In the second half the focus will be on plastic model demonstration and dissections of cat, cow eye and sheep heart.  A cadaver will be viewed for examination of muscles, tendons, nerves and organs.  Field trips to St. Rita’s Medical Center are used to observe the special areas of pathology, lab, morgue, x-ray, and blood bank.

Course: College Anatomy & Physiology II (Seniors)
Course #: 805
Pre-Requisite: Acceptance into the program by Rhodes State College

Credit: .5

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Social Studies
___________________________________________
Course: World History
Course #: 571
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1
This course is a survey of world history and the cultures of the world with an emphasis on the Modern Era from the Enlightenment to the present.  The course will include historical, multicultural, geographical, economic, technological, social, political and current event strands.
Course: AP US History
Course #: 274
Pre-Requisite: Teacher Recommendation Required
Credit: 1
This course will trace the story of American History within an accelerated curriculum.   It is designed for a limited enrollment of sophomores.  The topics covered include American colonization to the Present day.  

Course: US History 10
Course #: 275
Pre-Requisite: 
Credit: 1
In addition to a thorough understanding of the events that shaped the United States, the students will be involved with interpreting these events from various viewpoints.  Students will explore the many links between the issues of yesterday and today to help explain the continuing relevance and drama of historical events.  The course will focus on topics from the Reconstruction Period to the Present.

Course: American Government
Course #: 276
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: .5
This course provides students with knowledge of the United States constitution with a detailed understanding of executive, legislative and judicial functions.  Using the constitution and its amendments, the student should be able to identify, express and defend their own rights in everyday life.  There is an emphasis on interpretation and involvement in the relevant politics of the day.
Course: Economics
Course #: 580
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: .5
This course is a one semester survey of both microeconomics and macroeconomics.  It provides students with an understanding of the economic concept; that is, how we (people, firms and government) make decisions through a cost-benefit analysis.  Topics covered include; supply and demand, elasticity, economic utility, factors of production, labor markets, wage and price determination, Gross Domestic  Product, interest rates, unemployment, inflation, taxation, government spending, Wall Street, the Federal Reserve System, and international trade.

ELECTIVES:
Course: AP European History
Course #: 573
Pre-Requisite: Teacher Recommendation
Credit: 1
This college-level course is offered to highly motivated students.  This course addresses European History since 1450, introducing students to cultural, economic, political, and social developments that played a fundamental role in shaping the world in which they live.

Course: College Psychology (Juniors)
Course #: 801
Pre-Requisite: College Readiness Test Administered by Rhodes
Credit: .5
This is a James Rhodes college course designed to provide an introduction to psychology.  The emphasis of this class is on the application of the scientific method to individual behavior and thought processes.  The five major theoretical perspectives discussed are physiological, behavioral, cognitive, humanistic and psychoanalytic perspectives.  Topics include physiology, learning, cognitions, development, personality, social and abnormal behavior and therapy. 
Course: College Sociology (Juniors)
Course #: 802
Pre-Requisite: College Readiness Test Administered by Rhodes
Credit: .5
This is a James Rhodes College course designed as a scientific study of society, including social structure and organization, human behavior, and patterns of interaction between individuals and groups.  Students gain a sociological perspective to observing, analyzing and understanding the social world.  They learn terms, concepts and theories essential to understanding the field of sociology.  They realize the structures of society and their influence on human behavior.  They are exposed to the ways of deviant behavior and its influence on society, the variety and influence of social movements, and the causes and nature of social change.
Course: Psychology 
Course #: 576
Pre-Requisite: 

Credit: .5
This course is an introduction to the field of psychology, studying its origins, applications, and theories. It promotes an interest in human behavior and encourages critical thinking.  Topics covered in the course include research methods of psychology, child development, states of consciousness, conditioning and learning, personality, intelligence and major mental disorders.

Course: Current Events 
Course #: 578
Pre-Requisite: 

Credit: .5
Current Events is devoted to studying the origins and development of political and social problems that confront contemporary humanity.  Possibilities include regional studies (e.g. the situation in Iraq), as well as environmental issues, and global economic development.  Specific topics to explore will be developed in conjunction with the students according to their interests and needs.  
Course: Pop Culture 1 & 2 (Sophomores, Juniors & Seniors)
Course #: 598 and/ or 599
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: .5 or 1 – Pop Culture may be taken as a 1st semester or full year course.                                                                                 
Pop culture defines America.  What we read, watch, hear and experience everyday becomes part of our collective consciousness.  This course educates students about American pop culture as it developed through the Twentieth Century.  It explores headline events impacting culture, iconic figures, slang, music, fashion, sports, movies, television, literature and toys and games in the decades from the 1920’s to the present.
World Languages
___________________________________________
Course: French I (Freshmen, Sophomores, and Juniors)
Course #:153
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1
This course is an introduction to basic comprehension, speaking, reading and writing of the French language. Students practice language skills using computer programs, audio, visual, internet resources, small groups. Some of the customs and culture of the various French speaking countries are presented.
Course: French II (Sophomores, Juniors, and Seniors)
Course #:253
Pre-Requisite: French I
Credit: 1
This course reviews the material covered in French 1 and increases comprehension, speaking, reading and writing ability. While the emphasis in Level 1 is on the sound of the language, basic grammar, and listening and speaking skills, Level II concentrates on syntax, more advanced grammar, the expansion of vocabulary, and reading and writing skills. Students practice language skills using computer programs, audio, visual, internet resources, small groups and partner practice. For this level, students are required to have a French/English dictionary. 
Course: French III (Juniors and Seniors)
Course #:353
Pre-Requisite: French II 
Credit: 1

This course reviews the material covered in French 2. French 3 is designed to provide the student with greater facility in all the language skills. The course includes the study of cultures where French is spoken and the study and review of grammar. The class will be conducted primarily in the language. Students will need to purchase a French/English dictionary for this level.
Course: French IV (Seniors)
Course #:453
Pre-Requisite: French III 
Credit: 1

In French 4, students continue to refine their communication skills. Through vocabulary and grammar review, students apply what they have learned in a variety of speaking, listening, reading and writing activities. Students will practice language skills using computer programs, audio, visual, internet resources, and small groups. In this level students will increase their knowledge by studying French speaking areas of the world. This class will be conducted primarily in the language. Students must purchase a French/English dictionary. 

Course: Italian I (Freshmen, Sophomores, and Juniors)
Course #:156
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1
This course is an introduction to basic comprehension, speaking, reading and writing of the Italian language. Students will be practice language skills using computer programs, audio, visual, internet resources, small groups and partner practice.   It also presents some of the culture of the Italian people.  
Course: Italian II (Sophomores, Juniors, and Seniors)
Course #:256
Pre-Requisite: Italian I 
Credit: 1
This course reviews the material covered in Italian 1 and increases comprehension, speaking, reading and writing ability. Level II concentrates on syntax, more advanced grammar, the expansion of vocabulary, and the reading and writing skills. Students will be practice language skills using computer programs, audio, visual, internet resources, small groups and partner practice.  Students will need to purchase an Italian/English dictionary, 

Course: Italian III (Juniors and Seniors)
Course #:356
Pre-Requisite: Italian II 
Credit: 1

This course reviews the material covered in Italian 2 and places a major emphasis on developing speaking and reading abilities. Other areas covered include writing, grammar review, and cultural and general knowledge of the countries where Italian is spoken. Italian III is designed to provide the student with greater facility in all the language skills. The course includes the study of Italian culture and the study and review of grammar. The class will be conducted primarily in the language. Students will need to purchase an Italian/English dictionary. 
Course: Italian IV (Seniors)
Course #:456
Pre-Requisite: Italian III 
Credit: 1

In Italian 4, students continue to refine their communication skills. Through vocabulary and grammar review, students apply what they have learned in a variety of speaking, listening, reading and writing activities. Students will be practice language skills using computer programs, audio, visual, internet resources, small groups and partner practice.  In this level students will read authentic materials and watch authentic video to improve skills.  This class will be conducted primarily in the language. Students will need to purchase an Italian/English dictionary for this level.
Course: German I (Freshmen, Sophomores, and Juniors)
Course #:155
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1
This course is an introduction to the German language and culture.  Basic grammar and vocabulary studies will be used to provide a foundation for spoken and written communication.  The class uses interactive computer programs, audio, visual and Internet resources.  Each student has a German pen pal.  Emphasis is placed on basic conversation skills as the year progresses.

Course: German II (Sophomores, Juniors, and Seniors)
Course #:255
Pre-Requisite: German I & a grade of C or higher is required for scheduling into German II.   
Credit: 1
This course further develops an understanding of the German language and culture.  Basic grammar and vocabulary studies will continue as well as a more advanced speaking ability.  The class includes the use of interactive computer programs, audio, visual and Internet resources.  Conversation skills will be utilized through the performance of a short play.



   
Course: German III & IV (Juniors, and Seniors)
Course #: German III-355 German IV-455
Pre-Requisite: German II & a grade of C or higher is required for scheduling into German III & IV.   
Credit: 1
These courses continue the teaching of the German language on the next level.  Field trips and other German experiences augment the course.  German dance and other Germanic arts are investigated.

Course: Spanish I (Freshmen, Sophomores, and Juniors)
Course #:152
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1
This is an introductory course in Spanish reading, writing and listening with special emphasis on basic grammar structures.  Culture infusion through personal experience, current events, movies, student presentations is an important aspect at this level.
Course: Spanish II (Sophomores, Juniors, and Seniors)
Course #:252
Pre-Requisite: Spanish I 
Credit: 1
This level of Spanish completes the basic high school foreign language credits required by most colleges.  Along with the culture infusion students will continue with grammatical elements and will be able to use them in accurate sentence structures orally and in writing.  By the end of the course students will be able to write short paragraphs and engage in short conversations related to material covered and everyday topics.  Students with an A of B average will be strongly encouraged to continue with Spanish III.  
Course: Spanish III (Juniors and Seniors)
Course #:352
Pre-Requisite: Spanish II 
Credit: 1

This upper level class is taught in Spanish with the exception of teaching advanced grammatical structures.  Emphasis is on polishing written work and speaking correctly with the responses and everyday topics.  Short readings of popular authors are read and analyzed.   Students will need to purchase a Spanish/English dictionary for this level.
Course: Spanish IV (Seniors)
Course #:452
Pre-Requisite: Spanish III 
Credit: 1

This class is conducted primarily in Spanish with emphasis on grammar, oral and written use of Spanish.  Quality writing and speaking is the goal of this course.  Variation in sentence structure and correct use of the indicative tenses and subjunctive mood is emphasized.  Students will need to purchase a Spanish/English dictionary and a “500 Spanish Verb” book for this level.
Music
___________________________________________
Course: Music Theory (Juniors & Seniors)
Course #: 703
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1
The purpose of this course is to help students develop a comprehensive approach to music theory.  This course is comprised of 5 components:  basic music theory fundamentals, ear training and dictation, sight-singing, keyboard skills, and music history.  By combining these 5 areas of learning, students will gain understanding in what music is and how it works.  By the end of the course, students should be able to apply these skills to their own specialty area in music.  Students do not need to be a member of a school music group to take this course.  The course starts with the basic fundamentals of music, allowing even students with minimal music experience to benefit from the course.  

Course: Music Theory II (Seniors)
Course #: 704
Pre-Requisite: Music Theory I
Credit: 1
This course is geared toward the advanced music student who is interested in further developing his/her music skills.  Emphasis will be placed on music composition and analysis.  Students will be expected to work independently on music composition projects, along with teacher guidance.  Students will also be involved in “teaching projects” with the Music Theory 1 class, as well as elementary music classes.  This course is ideal for the high school student interested in pursuing a career in music.  
Course: Band
Course #: 700
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1
The Thunderbird Marching Band consists of instrumentalists and auxiliary members, including the Flag Corps, and Majorettes.  The band maintains an active schedule of performances at all football games, parades, competitions, and civic events.  The marching season starts with weekly rehearsals during July and August, followed by a required band camp held the first week in August.  During the Football season, the marching band rehearses after school two to four days a week.  The marching season ends with the completion of the football season, but all marching members are required to participate in the Memorial Day Parade in May.

This class develops musical skills, concepts and attitudes. The concentration is on a variety of challenging musical styles ranging from jazz to classical to pop.  It is a required part of the course to occasionally rehearse and perform outside of the class.  Students perform at solo and ensemble contests to further develop their l musical skills.  Private lessons are strongly encouraged.  Advanced students from this group are nominated and often selected to perform with district and state honors bands and college bands.

Course: Choir 
Course #: 705
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1
This course is designed to create, develop and refine a student’s vocal technique; along with music theory, music history and vocal performance.  The choir offers a variety of performance opportunities.
Technology
___________________________________________
Course: Technology Mastery I
Course #: 916
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: .5
Technology I will address the need for students to be able use technology for academic research and presentation of the knowledge gained for the various academic assignments they receive while in high school. To facilitate these objectives students will use Microsoft Office Word, Excel, and PowerPoint, and use Internet research tools. Using this software they can expect to create a research paper in the MLA and APA formats. Students can also expect to be introduced to basic computer concepts and vocabulary to build computer literacy, and enable them to trouble shoot basic computer problems.

Course: Technology Mastery II 
Course #: 917 
Pre-Requisite: Technology Mastery I
Credit: .5
Technology II will address the need for students to refine their skills in creating documents that are visually effective when presenting their information and visually persuasive when appropriate. This is a general overview class that provides some experience with digital creation, editing, and desktop publishing. Students will develop these projects by creating an independent research project, and utilizing more of the Microsoft Office Suite, Microsoft Publisher, and Adobe Creative Suite 3. A second level of computer concepts will be included in this course. 

Course: Technology Mastery III (Sophomores-Seniors)
Course #: 918 
Pre-Requisite: Technology Mastery I & II
Credit: .5
Technology III will provide a general overview of object creating and manipulation. Attention is paid to the major areas of Web design and authoring, as well as Web-based animation uses through the Internet. Students are introduced to assessing, and manipulating the aesthetic and technical aspects of Web-based design tools. Students can expect to use Adobe Illustrator, Dreamweaver, Flash and Contributor software. A third level of advanced computer concepts is presented in this course.
Course: Digital Photography 
Course #: 919
Pre-Requisite: Technology Mastery I 

Credit: .5
In Digital Photography students will learn basic photography, composition, and editing skills. Topics covered include composition techniques, basic camera operation, some advanced camera techniques, and photographic work flow techniques. Students will have the opportunity to use school-owned digital cameras (limited supply), or supply their own (minimum 3 mega pixel). Camera phones are excluded. Software utilized in this course may include but are not limited to: MS Word, MS Power Point, Adobe PhotoShop, Picassa, and MS Front Page, (other www software may be utilized). Students should expect many hands–on assignments with the cameras. Most out of class assignments are easily accomplished in a few minutes, but the in-class work depends on the out of class assignments being completed on time. Students are required to participate in the annual LCCHS Art Show.
Course: Desktop Publishing 
Course #: 920
Pre-Requisite: Technology Mastery I & Digital Photography

Credit: .5
Desktop Publishing students will concentrate on the techniques used to create publications such as post cards, newsletters, newspaper articles, magazine articles, and other print media. Students will also be exposed to newer on-line publications such as blogs, multimedia presentations, and other mixed-media publications.  This class will require some writing, but the main focus of the class is to prepare and master the techniques used to create professional grade publications.  Students should expect to use scanners, digital cameras, clip art, and software such as Adobe Photoshop, Adobe Illustrator, MS Word, and on-line resources.  Students will have the opportunity to work in concert with the Journalism department and the school to create any publication that is needed by either.
Course: Digital Imaging (Sophomores, Juniors & Seniors)
Course #: 921
Pre-Requisite: Technology Mastery I & one other Tech class

Credit: .5

Digital Imaging is an introduction to producing digital files. Students will use state-of-the-art software, as well as scanners. The understanding of composition, color, visual impact and potential commercial value of digital skills will be emphasized. Students will create, digitally process, and print assigned projects. A CD portfolio of each student’s original work may be created. Selected student work may be publicly exhibited in a student gallery and/or on the school Web site. This course meets reciprocation standards set forth by Rhodes State College.
Course: Integrated Imaging (Sophomores, Juniors & Seniors)
Course #: 922
Pre-Requisite: Technology Mastery I & one other Tech class

Credit: .5

Integrated Imaging is designed for the talented student who wants to step into the creating of multimedia projects using their own digital art pieces. The course requires the ability to work both independently and creatively.  A CD portfolio of each student’s original work may be created. Selected student work may be publicly exhibited in a student gallery and/or on the school Web site. This course meets reciprocation standards set forth by Rhodes State College.
Course: Computer Maintenance and Repair 
Course #: 584
Pre-Requisite: Technology Mastery I & Administrative or Faculty Recommendation

Credit: 1

Computer Maintenance and Repair is a 2-semester course and is based on the COMP TIA A+ certification model. Students who take this course should expect lots of hands-on computer work including but not limited to replacing computer parts and basic trouble shooting techniques. 

Semester 1 will be based on the hardware portion of the COMP TIA A+ model, which concentrates on computer hardware. The second semester will concentrate on the operating system portion of the COMP TIA A+ model, which covers operating systems in depth, such as DOS, Windows (95 – XP and Vista in the future) Apple OS, and Linux/Unix. Students will be required to keep a web based activity log, and will assist with the maintenance of the schools web site and computer equipment.

Students will work in the lab on computers and also take written and practical tests over the material. Students will also be expected to assist the technology department in the regular maintenance and repair of school equipment.  It is recommended that the student be considering a computer related career before taking this course.

Course: Microsoft Certification & Repair 
Course #: 590
Pre-Requisite: Technology Mastery I & one other Tech class

Credit: 1

Completion of the Microsoft Office Certification course enables a student to complete the first 3 levels of the Microsoft Office Specialist Certification. Topics that are included cover beginning and intermediate skills identified by Microsoft as necessary to demonstrate in order to successfully complete Microsoft Certification exams. Specific software used is Microsoft Word, Excel, and PowerPoint. If students do choose to complete Microsoft examinations, testing is done by another organization other than Lima Central Catholic High School and does require a paid fee. 

Course: Web Designer I (Juniors & Seniors)
Course #: 923
Pre-Requisite: Technology Mastery I, Digital Imaging and Integrated Imaging, 2 teacher recommendations are necessary
Credit: .5

In Web Design I students will use Adobe Creative Suite 3 Web design software as a basic toolkit for web design and developing. Skills that will be accomplished will be learning to create integrated workflows, and using utilities used to prototype, design, develop, and maintain websites, applications, and interactive experiences. Software used in this class will be Adobe Dreamweaver, Flash, Photoshop, Illustrator, Fireworks, and Contribute. Students will take on the responsibility of adding content to the Lima Central Catholic High School Web site, and so, success in this course requires personal accountability, persistence, and dependability.

Course: Web Designer II (Juniors & Seniors)
Course #: 924
Pre-Requisite: Technology Mastery I, Digital Imaging and Integrated Imaging, 2 teacher recommendations are necessary 
Credit: .5

In Web Design II students will continue to refine their skills in Web Design after completing Web Design I, and will take on the responsibility of adding educational content to our school Web site in more advanced techniques. Advanced techniques from Adobe Creative Suite 3 will be incorporated into the created work
Business
___________________________________________
Course: Accounting (Juniors & Seniors)
Course #:484
Pre-Requisite: None 
Credit: 1

The goal of this course is to provide the student with the basic accounting skills that will be the foundation for future studies of business.  Accounting is the means by which a business records its affairs and is able to analyze its practices in order to make informed decisions.  The student will come to understand that the ability of a firm to be profitable often boils down to how its assets are managed.
Course: Marketing Education 1 (Juniors)
Course #: 389
Pre-Requisite: None 
Credit: 1

This class is designed to provide career preparation in one of the largest and fastest growing areas in our modern business community – marketing and management. This program is designed to provide students with the skills necessary to be a team player and marketing professional in today’s constantly changing business world.  Students study a global, competitive, exciting and rewarding field.  Marketing students explore and are required to master challenging coursework in all the marketing functions-----financing, distribution and logistics, product/service management, promotion, selling and marketing information management. In addition, students study the foundation areas of economics, communication and interpersonal skills, business management, entrepreneurship and professional development.  The Marketing Education program offers one period of instruction daily to the junior students who are preparing to secure skills that will enable them to gain entry level jobs in marketing. 

Course: Marketing Education II (Seniors)
Course #: 489
Pre-Requisite: None 
Credit: 1

This course is a partnership between the school and the business community.  Marketing Education students not only attend school but also receive supervised work experience being trained by a local merchant for an average of 15 hours a week.  The local merchant evaluates the students’ work.  

Course: Marketing Work (Seniors)
Course #: 490
Pre-Requisite: Must be enrolled in Marketing Education II
Credit: 1

Students enrolled in Marketing Education II should also enroll in this section.  This is on the job training that is a requirement of the Senior Marketing class.

Course: Art I
Course #: 911
Pre-Requisite: 
Credit: .5

It is an introductory course that includes a study of the elements and principles of art.  Art media, art history, esthetics and criticism are explored.  Students are introduced to the elements and principles of art and to the components of good composition.  Art history is introduced through a thematic approach and career opportunities are discussed.  A diverse group of media is explored. 
Course: Painting
Course #: 913
Pre-Requisite: Art I
Credit: .5

This is a semester course that provides students the opportunity to work with and develop techniques using watercolor, inks, acrylic paint, oil paint and tempera paint.  Techniques of famous artists are explored.  Value studies and a use of color is stressed.  The students put into practice information learned from Art I.  

Course: Mixed Media
Course #: 912
Pre-Requisite: Art I
Credit: .5

This is a semester course that provides students the opportunity to work with and develop techniques using pastels, inks, colored pencil, graphite pencil, charcoal, paints, printing techniques and different papers.  Several mediums would potentially be used in each project.  Information gained from Art I will be used by students to develop their full potential on both two and three dimensional projects.
Course: Printmaking
Course #: 915
Pre-Requisite: Art I
Credit: .5

This semester course provides the opportunity for students to work with different printing techniques; silk screening, linoleum, mono-prints, etc.  Information learned in Art I is built upon in order for students to develop their full potential with the printing processes.
Course: Sculpture
Course #: 914
Pre-Requisite: Art I
Credit: .5

This semester course provides the opportunity for students to work on three-dimensional projects.  Additive and subtractive sculpture is stressed.  The use of plaster, clay, wire, wood and other materials is explored.  Information learned in Art I is build upon in order for students to develop their full potential with three-dimensional projects.

Course: Broadcast Production (Juniors & Seniors)
Course #: 907
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1
This class has a limited enrollment due to availability of equipment.
This course produces a school news program for viewing by the LCC student body.  It is written and produced by the students and includes news from the classrooms, interviews, announcements and results from school academic and athletic events.  Students learn basic broadcasting terms, editing, and use of video equipment.  Students study the different types of television shows:  sit-coms, drama, sports, news and reality TV.  Students learn to analyze the television medium, as well as gain an understanding of the economics and institutional factors influencing what they view.  This course may fulfill the requirement of an Art credit.
General Education
___________________________________________
Course: Career Academic Planning (Seniors)
Course #:809
Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: .5

This course is designed to facilitate the college application process.  Information on careers, college searches, scholarships and financial aid is discussed.  Help is given in writing the college essay, the college application process and completion of financial aid forms.  The class also deals with social skills, such as interaction with roommates, laundry, etiquette and personal banking. The course is graded on a Satisfactory (S) or Unsatisfactory (U) basis. 
Course: Yearbook (Juniors & Seniors)
Course #: 908
Pre-Requisite: Teacher Recommendation
Credit: 1

This class has a limited enrollment of 20 students.

This course covers the process of creating publications; writing, creating layouts, designing graphic elements, understanding typography, and the printing process.  PageMaker and PhotoShop are the primary applications used.  Publishing work requires considerable data entry, attention to layout detail, and ongoing proofreading and revision to create a quality final product.  A CD portfolio of each student’s original work may be created.  Selected student work may be publicly exhibited in a student gallery and/or the school web site.  Students become familiar with current trends in graphics and publishing and are responsible for producing the school yearbook and other school publications.

Course: Physical Education
Course #: 695
Pre-Requisite: 
Credit: .25
The course stresses the need for daily physical activity.  The basic skills for various physical activities are taught; i.e. football, softball, conditioning, weightlifting, bowling, basketball, etc.

Course #: 699
Pre-Requisite: 
Credit: .25per season (see page 6 of the curriculum guide for more information)

Students who participate in a sport, marching band or cheerleading for two seasons automatically fulfill the Physical Education requirement.

Pre-Requisite: None
Credit: 1

This is a directed study period with limited enrollment.  Students receive help in academic areas and instruction in study skills.  Students have access to computers for word processing and the Internet for research purposes.
